	RESOLUTION TO ADOPT POVERTY EXEMPTION INCOME GUIDELINES AND ASSET TEST

	WHEREAS, the homestead of persons who, in the judgment of the Supervisor and Board of Review, by reason of poverty, are unable to contribute to the public charges is eligible for exemption in part from taxation under the General Property Tax Act: and
	WHEREAS, the Township Board is required by Section 7u of the General Property Tax Act,  Public Act 206 of 1893 (MCL 211.7u), to adopt guidelines for poverty exemptions;
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED, pursuant to MCL 211.7u, that Muskegon Charter Township, Muskegon County, adopts the following guidelines for the Supervisor and Board of Review to implement.


1) Be an owner of and occupy as a homestead the property for which an exemption is requested.

2) File a claim with the Supervisor or Board of Review, accompanied by federal and state income tax return for all person residing in the homestead, including any property tax credit returns filed in the immediately preceding year or in the current year.

3) Produce a valid driver’s license or other form of identification; if requested.

4) Produce a deed or recorded and/or notarized land contract as evidence of ownership of the property for which an exemption is requested; if requested.

5) Meet the federal poverty income guidelines as defined and determined annually by the United States Department of Health and Human Services.

6) Meet additional eligibility requirements as determined by the Township Board, (see attached specific income and asset tests as well as all specific additional asset tests).

[bookmark: _GoBack]	BE IT ALSO RESOLVED, that the Board of Review shall follow the above stated policy and guidelines in granting or denying an exemption, unless the Board of Review determines there are substantial and compelling reasons why there should be a deviation from the policy and guidelines and these are communicated in writing to the claimant and State.
